Social Studies 7 – Canada

General Overview:

Grade 7 students will explore the origins, histories and movement of peoples who have forged the foundations of Canadian Confederation.
Students will examine how political, demographic, economic and social changes that have occurred since Confederation have influenced ways in which contemporary Canada has evolved.
Focus:

Through an examination of events preceding and following Confederation, students will acquire an understanding of how Canada has evolved into a multicultural, bilingual, pluralistic and diverse society, and appreciate how these dimensions of Canada have affected citizenship and identity over time.
Questions about Citizenship and Identity:
Who belongs to a society?

Do people of diverse cultures belong?

In what way do they belong or not belong?
Unit 1: Diverse Peoples
What characterized the societies of these peoples?

What characterized their relationships with each other?

Unit 2: Towards Confederation
What challenges of co-existence did some historical events provoke?
How did the solutions to these challenges affect the future?

Unit 3: After Confederation
How have events and policies since Confederation shaped Canadian society?

What ideas of citizenship have shaped Canada since Confederation?
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Evaluation:
The new Elk Island Public Schools policy dictates the separation of formative and summative marking. Formative marking will include classroom activities formerly known as assignments, homework and quizzes. Summative evaluation in Grade 7 Social Studies will consist of three to six projects, two writing assignments and five to six tests. The final exam will consist of multiple choice questions and a written component which is worth 20% of the total grade.

*Students must complete all summative assignments and all students are required to write the final exam. Please check your agendas for additional information.
Behavioural Expectation:

All students are expected to provide an atmosphere for learning and to not interfere in the learning of others.

Materials:

The textbook, Our Canada, will be the classroom resource, and will be signed out from the library under the student’s name.
A binder (Day 1 or Day 2) with a section for Social Studies. Loose leaf, pens, pencils.
Project work materials such as colored pencils, pencil, eraser, glue, ruler, calculator and markers.

A memory stick/flash drive is also a useful tool for transferring data from school to home and back to school.
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
